He maintains the readiness of the 3d Combat Communications Group and 5,000 personnel in four Air National Guard groups through technical, survival, and managerial training and evaluation programs.  He leads all 3 CCG in-garrison support activities, including the 24-hour Combat Operations Center, safety, supply, security, budget management, civil engineering, public affairs, information management, communications and information engineering, frequency management, operations and maintenance of a 523-vehicle fleet, maintenance management, Combat Communications Readiness School, local area network, and mobility processing.

     Major Berger enlisted in the Air Force in 1983 and served as an aerospace propulsion technician while completing his undergraduate education.
