3.  Update on Status of Working Group Activities

a.  Applied Suicide Intervention Skills Training (ASIST).  There was an ASIST workshop held 28-29 Jul 04, with 24 attending the two-day workshop.  Maj Ervin reported that program critiques reflected satisfaction with the program, with the satisfaction rating receiving 8.5 out of a possible 10.  The next workshops will be held in Oct 04 and Jan 05.  The plan is to train around 100 individuals per year in ASIST.  IDS ASIST Working Group Member:  Ervin


b.  Sexual Assault Deterrence and Response (SADR) team continues to work several projects.  The SADR Tinker supplement to the AF Community Action Information Board (CAIB)/IDS Instruction 90-501 has been signed by the 72 ABW/CC.  The Tinker Instruction 90-501 is available on line 1 Sep 04.  The training DVD is being edited and should be ready soon.  IDS SADR Working Group Members:  Allen, Biltz, Billups, Ervin, Hume and Jones.

c.  Underage Drinking and DUI’s Report.  Maj Ervin reported the DUI street signs for the base are completed and a policy for changing the signs is now needed. SSgt Shields said they need to coordinate any policy through JA.  Ms. Smith and SSgt Shields reported they are ready to work on a prevention program.  Maj Ervin requested they ask others to join their subcommittee from outside the IDS, such as Airmen Against Drinking and Driving (A2D2), the Junior Enlisted Council and any others from the base or community they find appropriate.  He asked they consider incorporating the silent witness program into base prevention activities, since it can be an IDS budget item.   Note:  A2D2 was formerly known as Airmen Against Drunk Driving, but their name has changed to Airmen Against Drinking and Driving.   IDS Alcohol Prevention Working Group:  Shields, Smith  


d.  IDS Budget Planning.  Maj Ervin reported that Fabor Orosco, the 72 ABW budget analysis said it would be best to load IDS funds into an established wing account, such as the HAWC, Family Support or Chapel.  He also reported that Col Correll, 72 ABW/CV, a former IDS chair, said he could oversee those funds.  Col Monteiro asked that the team consider all their needs, so that we have a better chance to get items funded.  Attachment 1 lists the budget items members suggested. e.  Key Spouses Program.  This is a program that needs to be revitalized, but for several reasons, recent action has not been taken.  MSgt Armstrong reported that TSgt Jennifer Howell, Family Readiness NCO, will return from maternity leave in Sep 04.  However, there is a suspense due (30 Aug 04) to AFMC regarding this program.  MSgt Armstrong said he would coordinate a response.  Key Spouse Working Group:  Howell

f.  Suicide Prevention Program.  Capt Billups said that the number trained in suicide awareness is excellent, with Tinker one of the two highest bases in AFMC.  Life Skills Support Center continues to train unit briefers on a regular basis, and the program is working well.  There are no issues at this time for IDS action.  Suicide Prevention Subcommittee Member:  Billups


g.  Course for Leaders (CFL).  The IDS needs to determine whether this program should continue, since the content appears to be good, but attendance continues to be low.  Amn Toal did an excellent job in organizing the last CFL, but if this is going to be a viable program, it needs support by base leadership.  Col Monteiro suggested that Ms. Joyce Atlee contact the First Sergeants Council and bring back a recommendation for change.  IDS CFL Subcommittee Members:  Atlee, Toal

h.  Critical Incident Stress Management (CISM).  Maj Ervin said Capt Beach reported there would be a CISM training in Oct 04.  IDS CISM Working Group Member:  Beach

i.  Relationship Workshops.  Ms. Biltz reported there will be a marriage enrichment workshop in Oct 04 at Rose State.  There is also a free train-the-trainer workshop for Prevention Relationship Enhancement Program (PREP) offered at Rose State. j.  Marriage and Family Counseling (MFC):  Maj (Ch) Jones was on leave and Maj (Ch) Bretz was attending as his alternate.  The major concern with the MFC program at this point is funding.  Additional funds are needed to extend the contract.  It was suggested that this item be part of the IDS/CAIB budget in the future, since this creates a problem every year (Attachment 1).  Subcommittee Member:  Jones
5.  The meeting adjourned at 1130.  The next quarterly meeting is scheduled for             8 Oct 04; the working group meetings are 13 Aug 04 and 10 Sep 04.  All meetings are scheduled for 1000 in the chapel.
