OFFICER TRAINING SQUADRON PRE-COMMISSIONING PROGRAM

(OTS) FACT SHEET
The Officer Training Squadron Pre-Commissioning Program is designed to assist enlisted Air Force personal with Baccalaureate degree in becoming a commissioned officer.  Technical degrees are sought above Non-Technical degrees, however excellent candidates with Non-Technical degrees are still selected (approximately 25 %).

Eligibility Requirements 

1. Be within 270 of completing the requirements for a Bachelor’s Degree, and have at least one year on station. 

2. Be a United States Citizen, and have one year of continuous active duty. 

3.  The OTS age limit is 35 as of the date of commissioning.  No age waiver is required for OTS applicants under the age of 34 as of the day the OTS board convenes.  If an applicant will turn 34 prior to or between OTS boards, an age waiver must be submitted**Outstanding and deserving criteria have been eliminated

4. The maximum age for Pilot and Navigator applications has changed to age 30, this means applicants must enter undergraduate Pilot/Navigator Training prior to age 30.  Individuals over the age of 28.5 must E-mail (Name, SSN, Date of Birth, Board projected to meet, If applicant has a Private Pilot License) to the OTS board prior to submitting an application.

5. Degree granting institution must be accredited by one of the six regional accrediting associations or provide an evaluation attesting to the applicant’s acceptability for graduate study. 

6. Be medically qualified.

7. Be available to attend an OTS pre-commissioning program 270 days from the date the applications submitted. 

8. Be recommended for commissioning by your commander. 

9. Have minimum qualifying AFOQT scores or higher (recent selectees have averaged 70’s on the AFOQT). 

10. Have an adequate GPA (recent selectees have averaged 3.0 – 3.3). 

APPLICATION

In addition to the above listed basics, several documents are required, including school transcripts.  It is important for the applicants to see an education Counselor at least six months prior to the time they wish to apply. 

Application needs to be in the Education Office 15 days prior to deadline for processing and meeting the board. Failure to comply could result in your application not arriving on time.
