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PUBLIC AFFAIRS KEY RESPONSIBILITY
SECURITY AND POLICY REVIEW

- Security and Policy Review represents an on-going effort to inform and increase public understanding of the mission, operations and programs of the U.S. Air Force 
- The security and policy review process determines the suitability for public release of information.  A clearance does not grant an approval to release the information.  Release of information is the decision of the originator, reached through the coordination with his/her chain of command.  Security reviews identify classified or sensitive information.  They do not classify or declassify information.  The office of primary responsibility determines original classification  

- Originators must not release copies of the material outside official channels until the security review authority confirms clearance  

- Air Force personnel should make no commitments, including date of delivery, to furnish abstracts or manuscripts to non-DOD publications until cleared through security review channels 

- The Security and Policy Review program ensures that material proposed for public release, including Web sites, is accurate, does not contain classified material and does not conflict with established Air Force, DOD or U.S. Government policy
  -- IAW AFI 35-101, PUBLIC AFFAIRS POLICIES AND PROCEDURES, Chapter 15, all Air Force military and civilian personnel, including Air National Guard and Air Force Reserve personnel on active duty or who are writing or speaking on topics related to their active duty assignments must submit information for security and policy review
-- Contractors must submit material proposed for public release for review according to valid contract requirements as specified in DD Form 254, Department of  Defense Contract Security Classification Specification, DOD 5220.22-R and DOD 5220.22M apply
-- Information in any form to include photography/video proposed for public release concerning technical materials, presentations by senior ranking individuals, speeches, plans, policies, programs or operations of the Air Force, information  released electronically and in responses to electronic mail queries  must be reviewed
- Failure to properly conduct the Security and Policy Review program could result classified or sensitive material being released into the public domain
- PA conducts approximately 120 Security and Policy Reviews annually 
-- PA coordinates with supported agencies to ensure they are aware of the requirement and procedures for Security and Policy Review


--- The base newspaper, commander’s call and Commander’s Access Channel are just a few media outlets used to remind base populace of the requirement
-- PA conducts these reviews as directed in AFI 35-101, Public Affairs Policies and Procedures, Chapter 15, 72 ABW/PA Office Instruction 35-4 Release of Information and the Air Force Security and Policy Review Handbook  
--- Originators submit material through channels to the PA office with the required information.  PA maintains a tracking/suspense log of all Security and Policy Reviews
--- For planning purposes, 10 workdays are allowed for Air Force-level review and clearance and at least 30 workdays for DOD and other Federal agency review and clearance.  Some material may take longer depending on the volume and complexity of its content. 72 ABW/PA Office can review within two days depending on the content and if the process is expedited.
--- To expedite review and clearance, each packaged submitted must include a memo. Contact the 72ABW Public Affairs OPR for Security and Policy Review process on Tinker AFB.  The primary POC Ms. Alfredia McGill, 739-2029 and alternate is Ms. Kathy Paine, 734-1476.
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
